Why is the Plan important to the City?

e Provides a physical, policy and funding framework for guiding the
City’s decision-making over a 20-year planning period

e Reflects current community needs and desires

Blueprint for the system: development, expansion, programming
and resource management

e Grant funding eligibility for 6 years, upon Council adoption and
State certification
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PROCESS UPDATE
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INCLUSIVE OUTREACH GOALS

Go beyond translated meetings and tools

 Build on the local knowledge, connections and expertise of Task
Force partners to broaden the City’s outreach efforts.

e Expand the community engagement program by “meeting
people where they are” with known conversation leaders

e Provide local partners with the opportunity to solicit input from
members of their communities

e Gather input from individuals and groups who may not
participate in traditional planning processes, including members
of linguistically and culturally diverse communities
